Year for Priests                      What If? 
 Back in the 1980s, Father Bell was the pastor of St. Roch's of Flat Rock, Michigan.  
Besides being a priest, he was a father figure -- someone you could talk to even when faced 
with a difficult problem.  When I started experiencing weakness, dizziness, palpitations, and 
tachycardia, I was scared.  The symptoms would come and go, and the doctors said I was 
having panic attacks.  I didn't accept that diagnosis though, because by nature I had a calm 
disposition until the symptoms flared up.' 
 There were times when the symptoms would strike and I was convinced I was going 
to die.  Father Bell, prayer teams, and friends prayed over me for healing, and I believe that 
helped me a great deal.  I also went to Father Bell for spiritual counseling, and was very 
nervous as I blurted out what was happening to me and how I felt.  As he listened he just 
kind of sat back in his chair and smiled.  There was a sparkle in his eyes, and I knew I was in 
for a challenge of some sort.  
 "What if?"  He asked.  I must have had that "Excuse me?" look on my face as he 
continued.  "What if you were to die.  What do you believe would happen?  
The Sunday after Father Bell and I met, I was surprised when his homily was : "What If?"  
After Mass he came up to me and with a twinkle-eyes look said, " You know who that 
homily was for, don't ya?"  I replied with a smile, "Oh, yeah." 
 After that I actually felt better.  When I experienced symptoms, I developed the 
attitude of "So What?" and waited for them to pass.  A few years later the symptoms  
became more frequent again. This time the doctors had a diagnosis though, I have graves 
disease.  I will always remember this special priest for his support and prayers.

ARCHDIOCESAN LENTEN REGULATIONS 
Then to all Christ said, “Whoever wishes to be my follower must deny his very self, take up 
his cross each day, and follow in my steps” (Lk 9:23).  
The Church has always helped us fulfill these words of Jesus by prescribing very definite 
penance for all Catholics. Accordingly, the Pope and the American bishops have outlined 
obligatory fast and abstinence as follows:  
Ash Wednesday (February 17, 2010) and Good Friday (April 2, 2010) are days of 
abstinence for all Catholics over the age of 14. On these two days, fast as well as abstinence 
is also obligatory for those from the ages of 18 to 59. Abstinence means abstinence from 
meat. Fast means one full meal a day, with two smaller meals and nothing between meals 
(liquids are permitted). No Catholic will lightly excuse himself or herself from this 
obligation.  
All other Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence from meat. Here again Catholics will not 
hold themselves lightly excused, but if there is a serious health problem, this obligation 
would not apply.  
We should strive to make all days of Lent a time of prayer and penance. 

Stations of the Cross 
During Lent we will pray the Stations of the 
Cross on Wednesdays.   On March 24 and 
31, Stations of the Cross will begin at 7:00 
p.m., followed by special services of 
Benediction, Sacrament of Anointing of the 
Sick, and Sacrament of Penance, 
respectively.  Each will be followed by the 
opportunity for Confession.  Stations of the 
Cross is a traditional prayer of the church 
which offers all the opportunity to more 
deeply meditate on the Passion of Our 
Lord.   
They are visible signs of Christ's path which 
are available to us year round.  We have 
come to overlook them week after week.
